THE 2007 CHICAGO INVITATIONAL 
CHALLENGE: This championship game is the 
fi nal of four games that Xavier is playing as part 
of the 2007 Chicago Invitational Challenge. XU 
has beaten Southeast Missouri State (90-59) 
and Coppin State (98-49) at Cintas Center and 
Kent State (78-65) here at Sears Centre.

THE SERIES: Indiana leads the series 8-0 but 
the last two meetings have been nailbiters. IU 
won 80-77 in overtime in the 2003 Wooden 
Tradition at Conseco Fieldhouse (11-29-03) and 
IU won 73-70 in the second round of the 1993 
NCAA Tournament (3-21-93) at what was then 
known as the Hoosier Dome in Indianapolis, 
Indiana. Then Xavier head coach Pete Gillen 
commented on the red-clad crowd after the 
game: “When (former IU head coach) Bob 
Knight entered the Hoosier Dome it was like 
watching Moses part the Red Sea.”

NO STRANGER TO BIG TEN NEUTRAL SITE 
CHALLENGES: Xavier played two games last 
season against teams from the Big Ten Confer-
ence at neutral site venues. XU beat Illinois 
65-59 during the regular season and lost 78-71 
in overtime to Ohio State in the 2007 NCAA 
Tournament second round. 

THE LAST MEETING WENT OVERTIME: 
Current Xavier head coach Sean Miller was 
the Xavier associate head coach under former 
head coach Thad Matta the last time these 
two teams met on the hardwood. Then-Xavier 
sophomore Will Caudle scored a career high 
18 points on 8-for-12 shooting, but Indiana used 
seven free throws in overtime to escape with an 
80-77 win over Xavier in the 2003 Wooden Tra-
dition at Conseco Fieldhouse. The game went to 
overtime tied at 67. XU led throughout the extra 
period until the fi nal 35 seconds. In the over-
time period, Xavier went up by fi ve, 75-70, with 
2:13 left on a hook shot from Caudle. The Hoo-
siers shot six free throws in the remainder of 
the overtime to overcome the defi cit, including a 
controversial call that led to the go-ahead three-
point play by Bracey Wright with 35 seconds 

left in overtime. That Xavier team started the 
2003-04 season at 10-9 before going on a run 
that culminated in an Atlantic 10 Tournament 
Championship and a run to the NCAA Tourna-
ment “Elite Eight” that ended with a three-point 
loss to Duke in a 2004 Regional Final.

XAVIER POINT GUARD IS NO STRANGER 
TO INDIANA: Xavier has not played Indiana 
since the 2003-04 season but XU senior point 
guard Drew Lavender knows Indiana head 
coach Kelvin Sampson very well. Lavender 
was the starting point guard for two years at 
Oklahoma under Sampson, earning All-Big 12 
honors as a freshman while going to the NIT in 
2003-04 and leading the Sooners to a Big 12 
title and the second round of the NCAA Tourna-
ment in 2004-05.

FOR THE RECORD (INDIANA): The Indiana 
Hoosiers, 4-0, are coming off a win last night 
over Illinois State. 

FOR THE RECORD (XAVIER): Xavier, 3-1, has 
won both of its games so far this week. XU used 
a 20-point game from senior Josh Duncan and 
the fi rst career double-double from sophomore 
Derrick Brown to fuel a strong second half 
in last night’s 78-65 win over Kent State in the 
third round of the Chicago Invitational Chal-
lenge. Brown fi nished with 13 points and 10 
rebounds to go with four assists. All 13 points 
came in the second half. The Musketeers used a 
23-0 run to start the second half in its 98-49 win 
over Coppin State on Tuesday at Cintas Center 
in the second round of the Chicago Invitational 
Challenge. Junior C.J. Anderson led fi ve Xavier 
players in double fi gures in scoring as he poured 
in a season-high 20 points. Xavier was 25-9 
overall last season, the Atlantic 10 Conference 
Regular Season Champion at 13-3 and reached 
the second round of the NCAA Tournament.

list with 1,293 points and is just four points 
shy of jumping up to 21st place. Senior Drew 
Lavender, who scored 659 points in two years 
at Oklahoma and 422 points so far at Xavier, 
now has 1,081 career collegiate points. Xavier 
newcomer C.J. Anderson, who scored 752 
points in his two seasons at Manhattan, is now 
at 801 collegiate points and is on target to reach 
1,000 career collegiate points this season. Josh 
Duncan has 803 career points heading into the 
Indiana game.

THE TRADITION OF EXCELLENCE: Xavier, 
25-9 last season, secured its second straight 
20-win season last year, its 10th 20-win season 
in the last 11 years and its 20th 20-win season 
in the last 25 years. On the next page you can 
see the impressive 10-year and 25-year rankings 
for Xavier in NCAA appearances, 20-win seasons 
and winning percentage.

ALL-AMERICA CANDIDATE LAVENDER 
EARNING A SPOT AMONG THE BEST:
Xavier’s 5-7 senior point guard Drew 
Lavender is a candidate for the prestigious Bob 
Cousy Award as the nation’s top point guard. 
“Drew has emerged as one of the premier play-
ers at his position in all of college basketball,” 
said fourth-year head coach Sean Miller. In 
addition, he is on the list of candidates for two 
prestigious awards that bear the Naismith family 
name, the 50-member Naismith Trophy Pre-
season “Watch List” and the Frances Pomeroy 
Naismith Award, which is given annually to the 
best collegiate senior player 6-0 tall or shorter. 
The 2007-08 Naismith Trophy presented by 
AT&T preseason candidate watch list has been  
announced by the Atlanta Tipoff Club. The 
Frances Pomeroy Naismith Award is an award 
named in honor of James Naismith’s daughter-
in-law. Lavender, a 2007-08 preseason Atlantic 
10 Conference First Team selection, a 2006-07 
Atlantic 10 Conference Second Team selection 
and 2007 A-10 All-Championship Team pick, 
averaged 11.2 points and an Atlantic 10-best 4.8 
assists per game in his fi rst season as a Muske-
teer after transferring from Oklahoma.  

LOOKING FOR A LITTLE BALANCE IN 
THEIR LIVES: Xavier, which has six players 
averaging between 10.3 ppg. and 13.0 ppg., has 
taken balanced scoring to a new level through 
four games as six Musketeers enter the Indiana 
game averaging in double fi gures in scoring: 
senior Josh Duncan (13.0 ppg.), sophomore 
Derrick Brown (12.5 ppg.), juniors B.J. Ray-
mond and C.J. Anderson (both at 12.3 ppg.) 
and seniors Drew Lavender and Stanley 
Burrell (both at 10.3 ppg.). 

EXPERIENCE SUCCESS: Three members of 
Xavier’s starting lineup have combined to start 
224 collegiate games: seniors Drew Lavender 
(96), Stanley Burrell (92) and Josh Duncan 
(36). Redshirt sophomore Derrick Brown 
made his fi rst four collegiate starts in the fi rst 
four games. Junior C.J. Anderson (45 career 
starts) started the fi rst two XU games. They 
were the fi rst XU starts and the fi rst offi cial 
Xavier games for Anderson, a transfer from 
Manhattan College who is a former standout at 
Cincinnati’s Winton Woods High School. Junior 
B.J. Raymond made his fi rst two starts of the 
season in these last two games.

HIT THE ROAD AGAIN: Xavier, 1-1 away from 
home this season after its 78-65 win over Kent 
State last night at a neutral site, lost its fi rst 

road game, 59-57 at Miami (Ohio) on November 
13. XU fi nished 11-8 away from Cintas Center 
last season, including 5-5 on opponent home 
courts and 6-3 at neutral sites.

MAKE YOURSELF AT HOME: Xavier plays a 
school record 17 regular season home games 
this season at Cintas Center. The previous high 
was 16 in both the 2003-04 and 2004-05 sea-
sons. XU played 15 games at Cintas Center each 
of the last two seasons.

SUCCESS AT CINTAS CENTER:  Xavier, off 
to a 2-0 start at Cintas Center this season, was 
14-1 last season at Cintas Center. Xavier has 
won 10 straight games at Cintas Center and has 
compiled a 92-15 (.860) record in eight seasons 
at Cintas Center, including 46-10 (.821) against 
Atlantic 10 teams and 46-5 (.902) against non-
conference teams. 

IMPRESSIVE TURNSTILE COUNTS: Xavier 
has averaged 10,001 fans for its 107 games 
played so far in eight seasons at the 10,250-
seat Cintas Center, which opened for the 2000-
01 season. XU welcomed its millionth men’s 
basketball fan to Cintas Center last season. 
Xavier has now sold out 64 home games since 
moving into Cintas Center, including the home 
opener this season. 

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS: Xavier, 3-1 in 
its non-conference season so far, completed its 
14-game regular season non-conference slate 
last season with a 10-4 record, including wins 
over Illinois, Kansas State, VCU and Villanova 
at neutral sites. XU wins at its home in Cintas 
Center included Arizona State and Miami (Ohio).

TURN ON THE BRIGHT LIGHTS:  The Muske-
teers enjoyed plenty of big moments on televi-
sion last season. Xavier was 8-1 last season and 
won eight straight games broadcast by ESPN 
networks. Also, XU’s high-fl ying Derrick Brown 
made ESPN’s “Top 10 Plays” twice and Drew 
Lavender once (February 3 for his half-court 
buzzer beater at the end of the fi rst half against 
Charlotte). Xavier will play 26 regular season 
games on television this season, including fi ve 
games on the ESPN networks and 17 games on 
Fox Sports Net Ohio, XU’s “Television Home.” 

XAVIER ADDS FOUR PREP STARS...WILL 
HAVE SIX ELIGIBLE NEWCOMERS NEXT 
SEASON: Xavier head coach Sean Miller has 
received four signed National Letters of Intent 
for prep players that will be Musketeers begin-
ning in the 2008-09 season. That will give XU 
six new players next season with the addition 
of 6-8 Tulsa transfer Jamel McLean and 6-8 
Hillsdale transfer Andrew Taylor, who are 
practicing now with Xavier and will be eligible 
as sophomores next season. The four players 
added during this signing period are: Kenny 
Frease, a 7-0 and 265-pound center from Mas-
sillon (Ohio) Perry High School; Brian Walsh, 
a 6-4 and 185-pound guard/forward from Moon 
High School in Coraopolis, Pa.; Brad Redford, 
a 6-0 and 170-pound guard from Frankenmuth 
(Mich.) High School. All three of those standouts 
were listed as high honorable mention prep All-
Americans in the 2007-08 Sporting News pre-
season basketball magazine. The fourth signee 
is Mark Lyons, a 6-1, 165-pound guard from 
Brewster Academy in Wolfeboro, N.H. (previ-
ously a star at Schenectady (N.Y.) High School), 
who Rivals.com referred to as “a jet quick guard 
who can score.”

BASKETBALL TIMES ONCE AGAIN HAS 
XAVIER’S PROGRAM IN THE “TOP 10”: 
The Xavier men’s basketball program is once 
again ranked among the “top 10” programs in 
the United States, according to the Basketball 
Times rankings released in a recent issue. In 
fact, the study, which BT has done every fi ve 
years since 1997, shows that ninth-ranked XU is 
one of only four men’s basketball programs that 
have ranked in the “top 10” in 1997, 2002 and 
2007. The other three programs are Duke, North 
Carolina and Kansas. The top 10 programs in 
this year’s rankings were: Duke, North Carolina, 
Florida, Stanford, Gonzaga, Michigan State, 
Creighton, Kansas, Xavier and Illinois.

 Head coach Sean Miller, who turned 39 
years old last Saturday, is coaching his 100th game 
as XU’s head coach tonight. 
 Miller, who has raised his career record 
to 66-33 (.667), including 3-1 this season, re-
corded his second straight 20-win season and 
his second straight NCAA Tournament appear-
ance last season. Miller has won an Atlantic 10 
Regular Season Championship (2007) and an  
A-10 Tournament Championship (2006). 
 Prior to this season Miller signed up to con-
tinue his success at Xavier for years to come. Xavier University and Miller 
agreed to an extended contract that will run through the 2015-16 season.  
“Xavier wanted to communicate clearly to Sean how pleased we are with 
his leadership of this very visible component of the University,” said Associ-
ate Vice President and Athletic Director Mike Bobinski.  “Our agreement 
is a comprehensive one that is designed to ensure that Sean and the entire 
program will have the continued ability to compete at the highest level of 
Division I basketball.”
 “I am very excited and look forward to continuing to lead our basket-
ball program to greater success in our future together,” said Miller.  
 Xavier fi nished 25-9 overall last season in Miller’s third year as the 
Xavier University head coach. Xavier, which enjoyed its second straight 20-
win season, won the 2007 Atlantic 10 Conference Regular Season Champi-
onship and advanced to the second round of the 2007 NCAA Tournament. 
Miller fi nished 21-11 in the 2005-06 season, winning the 2006 Atlantic 10 
Championship and earning a berth into the NCAA Tournament. 
 Miller was certainly no stranger to the Xavier program or its players 
prior to taking over as head coach in 2004. Miller, who replaced Thad Matta, 
was Matta’s right hand man the previous three seasons as XU’s fi rst-ever 
associate head coach. Miller helped XU record three straight 26-win seasons 
and three straight NCAA Tournament appearances that culminated in the 
2004 “Elite Eight” run.
 It’s no surprise that Xavier enjoyed more late season success under 
Miller last season. In fact, since he came to Xavier for the 2001-02 season, 
Xavier has recorded a 29-9 (.763) record for the month of March, an im-
pressive record that is second only to Kansas in all of NCAA Division I. 
 Miller came to Xavier after coaching stops at North Carolina State, 
Pittsburgh, Miami (Ohio) and Wisconsin. Miller has now coached on 12 
teams that have advanced to postseason play in his fi rst 15 seasons as a 
head coach, an assistant or an associate head coach. That now includes fi ve 
NCAA Tournaments in his six years at Xavier.
 The rest of the Miller family is no stranger to the coaching ranks. His 
father, John, is the former long-time successful coach at Blackhawk High 
School in the Pittsburgh area and his brother Archie, a former standout 
guard at North Carolina State, is an assistant coach at Arizona State.
