Ticket Options:  
All-Tournament Tickets: 
An All-Tournament ticket provides access to all 6 sessions (12 games) of the Old Spice Classic. 
An All-Tournament ticket costs $120. 
 
Booster Tickets: 
A Booster ticket provides access to allow fans to see their team play in each of their 3 sessions (6 games total). A Booster 
ticket grants access to all sessions in which the fans’ designated team is participating. Please note there is a limit on each 
team's total number of Booster tickets sold. Each Booster ticket costs $75. To order, call (407) 939-1529. 
 
Single-Session Tickets: 
A Single-Session ticket allows access to 1 session (2 games). There is a morning session and an afternoon session each 
day of the three-day tournament. A Single-Session ticket costs $20.
