 Tom Elfers was named the head coach of the Xavier women’s golf program prior 
to the 2006-07 campaign, after three seasons as the assistant coach.
 Last season was the fi rst in which Elfer’s main responsibility was the manage-
ment of all aspects of the women’s golf program.  Under his guidance, the women took 
third in the Colonial Athletic Association Championship.  In addition, two of the team’s 
golfers -- former senior Kara Manis and sophomore Mary Beth McKenna -- posted 
single-season scoring averages that ranked in the top fi ve in XU history.  Elfers is on 
track to coach Mary Beth McKenna into the top spot on Xavier’s all-time career scoring 
average leaders list.  Under his guidance last season, the Musketeers posted 10 addi-
tions to top 30 low rounds in XU history. 
 Elfers retired from teaching math after 30 years at fi ve Cincinnati-area high 
schools. He turned pro in 1999 and has been golfi ng on senior tours since. 
 His best result as a pro came in 2000 when he was runner-up at an American 
Senior Tour event in Humbolt, Texas. That same year, he won the Monday qualifi er at 
the Kroger Senior Classic at the Golf Center at Kings Island in Mason, Ohio. In 2001, 
he qualifi ed for two Senior events. 
 In August 2003, he won the qualifi er at the Allianz Championship in Des Moines, 
Iowa. A three-time winner of Cincinnati’s Metropolitan Championship (1991, 1995 and 
1996), he also won the Ohio Mid-Amateur Championship in 1995 and 1998, and quali-
fi ed seven times for the US Amateur (1970, 1971, 1987, 1991, 1993, 1995, 1996). 
 In addition to his teaching at area high schools, Elfers was active in coaching 
both golf and basketball. After one year at Miami University, Elfers earned a degree in 
math from Ohio State in 1972 while earning three letters as a golfer. He then earned 
his master’s in physical education from Miami in 1976. 
 Elfers and his wife Janet live in Loveland. Their son Kyle is 31, and their 28-year-
old daugher Mary is a Xavier graduate.
