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WOMEN'’S GYMNASTICS WEEKLY UPDATE

2008 SEASON OPENS

AIR FORCE did not compete last week. The Falcons will open their season on Jan. 18 at
home against Centenary at 6 p.m. Air Force and Centenary will also face off on Jan. 20 at 1
p.m.

ALASKA ANCHORAGE (0-2) opened the 2008 season with a tri-meet loss to Arizona
(194.100) and NC State (192.350). The Seawolves posted their third-best opening-night
score with a 183.80. Freshman Kelsey Fullerton earned UAA’s highest placing of the night
with a third-place 9.65 on balance beam. Fellow rookie Kristy Boswell was sixth with a 9.55,
while junior co-captain Brooke Nall earned a career-best 9.5 on beam. The Seawolves had
their best performance on vault, tying the 17th-best score in school history with 47.725
points on that apparatus. Fullerton’s 9.725 vault and Boswell's 9.725 bars routine tied for
them for the highest individual UAA marks Friday. Boswell, of Cherry Hill, N.J., recorded a
37.425 all-around in her debut, while sophomore Courtney Williams totaled 36.450. The
Seawolves are off for two weeks before making their home debuts Jan. 25 (7 p.m.) and Jan.
27 (2 p.m.) against UC Davis at the Wells Fargo Sports Complex.

SEATTLE PACIFIC did not compete last week. The Falcons will open their season at UC
Davis on Jan. 18 at 6 p.m.

UC DAVIS (1-1) placed second with a team score of 189.350 against California (192.525)
and Towson (186.350). Sophomores Tanya Ho and Lida Gehlen and freshman Marcy Miller
each captured event wins. Ho posted a 9.825 on vault to share first place with Cal's Joanna
Bennett. Gehlen hit a 9.800 to take the uneven bars and Miller landed a 9.825 in her
collegiate debut to claim the balance beam win.. Ho was UC Davis' leading all-arounder,
finishing third with a 38.225 sum. UC Davis enjoyed a strong start, amassing a 48.525 in the
opening rotation (vault). The Aggies edged the 47-point barrier on both bars and beam. Ho
scored a 9.675 and Gehlen hit her winning 9.800 to help offset two early misses on bars.
The Aggies return to action on January 18 for a quadrangular meet with San Jose State,
Springfield and Seattle Pacific.
